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V/34. Institutional arrangenents

The Conference

Recal | i ng paragraph 5 (e) of article 15 of the Basel Convention,
stipulating that the Conference of the Parties shall establish such
subsi di ary bodies as are deemed necessary for the inplenmentation of the
Conventi on,

Also recalling its decisions I/5, /2, I/16, 11/11, 11/27 and 111/28,
whi ch established the subsidiary bodi es of the Convention,

Havi ng consi dered the experience of the work of the subsidiary bodies,

1. Deci des to reorgani ze the subsidiary bodies of the Convention in
the foll owi ng manner:

(a) Expanded Bur eau;

(b) Wor ki ng Group for Inplenmentation,;

(c) Techni cal Wor ki ng G oup;

(d) Legal Working G oup;

2. Al so decides that the Expanded Bureau will be conposed of
thirteen nenbers: five nmenbers of the present Bureau; five nmenbers of the
Bureau of the previous neeting of the Conference of the Parties; the Chair of
the Working Group for Inplenentation; the Chair of the Technical Wrking
Group; and the Chair of the Legal Working Group, and that should a national
of one Party occupy nore than one position on the Expanded Bureau, the
rel evant regional group may nominate a representative of another Party to
fill the additional position;

3. Further decides that, within the policy agreed by the Conference
of the Parties, the Expanded Bureau will have the foll ow ng mandate:

(a) To provi de general policy and general operational directions to
the secretariat between neetings of the Conference of the Parties;

(b) To provi de gui dance and advice to the secretariat on the
preparati on of agendas and other requirenments of neetings and on any ot her
matters brought to it by the secretariat in the exercise of its function;
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(c) To oversee the devel opnent and execution of the secretariat's
budget as derived fromthe trust funds and ot her sources, and al so al
aspects of fund-raising undertaken by the secretariat;

(d) To perform functions requested by the Wbrking G oup for
| mpl ement ati on, especially adm nistrative tasks, taking into account the need
for the rational use of limted financial resources avail abl e under the Base
Convention trust funds;

(e) To receive, every six nonths, reports fromthe Executive
Secretary of the secretariat of the Basel Convention on all sources of incone
recei ved, including carry-over, plus actual provisional expenditures and
comm t nents;

(f) To receive, every six nonths, information fromthe Executive
Director of the United Nations Environment Programre, through the Executive
Secretary, on all sources of incone received on the trust funds of the Base
Convention, including carry-over, plus actual provisional expenditures and
comm tments related to those trust funds;

(9) To keep under review the information provi ded under
subparagraphs 3 (e) and 3 (f);

(h) To report to the Conference of the Parties on the activities it
has carried out between nmeetings of the Conference of the Parties;

(1) to performany other functions as may be entrusted to it by the
Conference of the Parties;

4. Deci des that the Working Group for Inplementation will take over
the role currently perfornmed by the Open-ended Ad Hoc Conmittee for
| mpl ement ation and that the Working Group for Inplementation will be conposed
of the representatives of all the Parties interested and will have the
foll owi ng mandat e:

(a) To prepare draft decisions for consideration by the Conference of
the Parties;

(b) To consider matters related to the budget of the Base
Conventi on;

(c) To consider matters related to the bilateral, multilateral and
regi onal agreenents or arrangenents;

(d) To exam ne the reports submitted by the Parties in accordance
with the requirenents of article 13 of the Basel Conventi on;
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(e) To identify the specific needs of different regions and
subregions for training and technol ogy transfer and to consider ways and
nmeans of ensuring the establishnent and functioning of the regional centres
for training and technol ogy transfer

(f) To prepare, analyse and revise, as necessary, materials to assist
Parties in the inplenentation of the Basel Convention

(9) To anal yse the informati on nanagenment system of the Base
Conventi on;

(h) To performany other functions as may be entrusted to it by the
Conference of the Parties;

5. Deci des al so that the Wrking Group for |nplenmentation may
request the Expanded Bureau to perform on an ad hoc basis, sone of its
functions;

6. Requests the secretariat to prepare a draft work programme for
consi derati on and adoption by the Wrking Goup for Inplementation at its
first neeting;

7. Deci des that the Technical Working Goup will be conposed of the
representatives of all the Parties interested and will have the foll ow ng
mandat e:

(a) To performthe functions of the classification and hazard
characterization of wastes, enconpassing, inter alia, the responsibility for
the review or adjustment of the lists of wastes contained in Annexes VII
and | X of the Conventi on;

(b) To prepare technical guidelines and gui dance materials for the
environnental |y sound managenent of wastes covered by the Convention and of
di sposal operati ons;

(c) To exam ne scientific, technical and other relevant inplications
of the inplenentation of the Basel Convention

(d) To work on the harnonization of the lists of wastes and
procedures, as appropriate, of the Basel Convention with the Harnonized
System of the World Custons Organi zation and existing international and
regi onal systens dealing with the control of transboundary novements of
wast es and hazardous wastes, and with the intergovernnental process on the
gl obal harnoni zati on of systens of classification and | abelling of chenicals;
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(e) To provi de gui dance on technical issues relating to wastes and
hazardous wastes, including the disposal of end-of-life equi pment and post -
consumer goods, on hazardous wastes ninimzation and on the relationship with
ot her conventions in related fields and with international organizations with
related interests;

(f) To perform any other technical tasks as may be entrusted to it by
the Conference of the Parties.

8. Deci des that the Legal Working Group will take over the role
currently performed by the Consultative Subgroup of Legal and Technica
Experts and that the Legal Working Group will be conposed of the
representatives of all the Parties interested and will have the foll ow ng
mandat e:

(a) To keep on its agenda the issues related to establishing an
emergency fund, including elements required for its establishment with a view
to el aborating on the establishment of an energency fund mechani smthat neets
the needs of the Parties;

(b) To cooperate closely with the Technical Wrking Goup to finalize
the draft gui dance el enents for bilateral, nultilateral and regiona
agreements concl uded under article 11 of the Basel Convention;

(c) To explore issues relating to Annex VII and, in cooperation with
t he Technical Wbrking Group, to provide Parties with a detailed and
docunent ed anal ysis that would highlight issues related to Annex VII;

(d) To devel op procedures to address alleged cases of illega
traffic;

(e) To devel op, in cooperation with the Technical Wrking G oup
recormended procedures to assist Parties in preventing, identifying and
managi ng illegal traffic;

(f) To prepare a proposal for establishing a mechanismfor pronoting
i mpl enentati on and conpliance with the obligations set out by the Base
Conventi on;

(9) To exam ne the dispute settlement mechani smthat exists under
article 20 of the Basel Convention and to consider whether it continues to
meet the needs of the Parties to the Convention

(h) To anal yse the | egal aspects under the Basel Convention relating
to the issue of full and partial dismantling of ships;
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(1) To performany other legal tasks as may be entrusted to it by the
Conference of the Parties;

9. Further decides that the Wirking Goup for |Inplenmentation
Techni cal Working Group and Legal Working Group nay organize joint meetings
for the consideration of issues that relate to the nandate of nore than one

group;

10. Al so decides that the subsidiary bodies, separately or jointly,
may establish, as necessary and appropriate, during the neetings small task
groups, with equitabl e geographic representation, to performspecific tasks
on an ad hoc basis.
